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  VADM Albert J. Herberger USN, (Ret.) (KP ’55)

Albert J. Herberger is a Vice Admiral of the United States Navy, and the first United States Merchant Marine Academy graduate to attain the rank.

Albert J. Herberger was born in Albany, New York. He was commissioned an ensign upon graduation from the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy, Kings Point, New York, in February 1955. He sailed in the Merchant Marine with both Grace Line and United States Lines. Admiral Herberger is married to the former Rosemary Blair of Albany, N.Y. The Herbergers have four children: Jeffrey, Mary-Terese, Bethann, and Jon.

His early duty in the United States Navy was aboard the patrol boat Rockville, and the cable repair ship Neptune. Herberger then graduated with Class One from the Navy's Destroyer School and began his service in destroyers as Operations Officer aboard Dewey. He completed the engineering science curriculum at the Naval Postgraduate School, Monterey, California, in June 1965 and next served with the Naval Advisory Group, Military Assistance Command, Republic of Vietnam, as advisor to the Vietnamese Navy River Force and later as senior advisor to the Vietnamese Navy.

After duty as Executive Officer of Glennon he assumed command of Courtney in April 1968. Herberger was Director of Training at the Navy Officer Candidate School, Newport, Rhode Island, during 1969-71, before commanding Waddell. After an assignment as Surface Commander Detailer with the Bureau of Naval Personnel, he became Executive Assistant to the Chief of Naval Personnel for Officer Deployment and Distribution in 1974. Herberger served as Commander, Destroyer Squadron 25 from September 1975 to April 1978, and in July 1978 became Deputy Director of the Total Force Management Control and Analysis Division in the Office of the Deputy Chief of Naval Operations (Manpower, Personnel and Training). From December 1979 to March 1981, Herberger served as the Executive Assistant and Naval Aide to the Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Manpower, Reserve Affairs and Logistics).

He assumed flag rank and duty as the Assistant Commander for Distribution, Naval Military Personnel Command in April 1981. From June 1982 until May 1985, he was Director, Military Personnel Policy Division in the Office of the Chief of Naval Operations. Herberger served as Commander, Cruiser-Destroyer Group 2 from June 1985 until July 1986. This group, based at Charleston, South Carolina, consisted of 42 surface ships ranging from cruisers and destroyers to ammunition ships, minesweepers and fleet support activities. From August 1986, he was assigned as the Director for Logistics on the staff of the Commander in Chief, U.S. Atlantic Fleet, and in May 1987 assumed additional duties as Deputy Commander in Chief and Chief of Staff, Atlantic Fleet. From September 1987 to February 1990 he served as Deputy Commander in Chief, Transportation Command, Scott Air Force Base, Il.

In April 1989, Admiral Herberger received the "Old Salt" award trophy from the Surface Navy Association which recognized that he was then the longest-serving Surface Warfare Officer qualified Officer of the Deck on active duty. For his military and civilian service he has received numerous awards including: The Defense Distinguished Service Medal; the Legion of Merit with four gold stars: the Department of Defense Medal for Distinguished Public Service: the 1996 Navy League of the United States Vincent T Hirsh Maritime Award; the 1996 Admiral of the Ocean Seas Award and the National Defense Transportation Association Distinguished Government Service Award. In 1993 he was named Kings Pointer of the Year by USMMA Alumni Association.

After retirement Herberger served as Administrator of the Maritime Administration (MARAD) of the Department of Transportation from 1993 until 1997.  Dates of rank  Ensign: February 1955, Rear Admiral: April 1981, Vice Admiral:

The Conference culminated in a vigorous discussion regarding the actions that should be undertaken with respect to the progress of Kings Point.  Some of the issues presented require immediate action, and many will require perpetual action.

A proposal was made to appoint a committee to assemble the action topics discussed in this forum.  This committee will be responsible for forming these topics into an Action Plan Report.  This report will then be provided to the KP Alumni Membership for review.  The committee will have a reporting responsibility to both the Chairman of the KPA-CPA and the USMMAAF.

A vote was taken, and approved by all KP Alumni members present, to appoint this committee - 
KPA Leadership Conference - Action Plan Committee 111111.  Further, a vote was taken, and approved by all KP Alumni members present, to appoint Don Forster (KP '61) – Chairman of this ad hoc committee.  Please continue to provide your valued input to this ongoing progress.  The ideas of ALL KP Alumni members will be considered!  
The most immediate action to be undertaken is that of gaining support of the President’s proposed budget for 2012.  This $93 million Budget includes an operating budget of $64 million and $29 million for a Capital Asset Management Program to repair and maintain Academy infrastructure.  The most capable organizations, already on the task, are the Government Affairs Committee (GAC) and the Congressional Liaison Committee (CLC) – Committees of the USMMAAF.  These committees are currently engaged in this immediate effort, and they have committed to increase the pace and scope of their efforts. 
Lastly, all KP Alumni are encouraged to contact your local legislators – immediately!  The message and the “ask” are simple -   “Tell America!”  “Tell America About Kings Point and the US Merchant Marine!”  Request the support of YOUR legislators, for the President’s proposed budget for 2012 to fund the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy.

What is “The Message”?  A few Talking Points… 
as provided by Captain James F. Tobin '77 – President, USMMA Alumni Foundation, Inc. on 110711.

Request full support of the proposed Budget for the United States Merchant Marine Academy (USMMA). The President’s 2012 Budget for the Academy is $93 million consisting of an Operating Budget of $64 million and $28.9 million for a Capital Asset Management program to repair the infrastructure long neglected. The 2012 Budget was drafted to correct deficiencies that have plagued the Academy over many years and to begin long neglected repairs and capital improvements. We reference here the report of the Blue Ribbon Panel appointed by the Secretary of Transportation Ray LaHood titled “USMMA: Red Sky in the Morning,” which documents the dire condition of the Academy and the need for Congress’ full support of the proposed Budget. http://www.marad.dot.gov/news_room_landing_page/news_blue_ribbon/blue_ribbon_panel.htm  

For over sixty years the USMMA has consistently supplied the United States Merchant Marine and the Naval Reserve with licensed maritime deck and engine officers. USMMA is the single, largest source of Naval Reserve officers. hese officers have been critical to the economic and defense needs of the United States (see pages 4 and 5 of the “Red Sky” report.) Maritime and security interests vital to our nation depend on a strong US Merchant Marine and capable maritime officers. Precepts such as honor, integrity and ethics routinely taught and expected at Kings Point have produced outstanding graduates who have gone on as leaders in both industry and the military. Eric Mensing ‘81, American President Lines, Steve Carmel ‘79, Maersk Lines, John Parrott ‘86, TOTE, Lois Zabrocky, Overseas Shipholding Group, and Tim Brown ‘65, Maritime Labor Leader are examples of industry leaders. NASA Astronaut CAPT. Mark Kelly ‘86, husband of Congresswoman Gabrielle Giffords, Rear Admiral Mark Buzby ‘79, head of Military Sealift Command, and Vice Admiral Kevin Cossgriff ‘71, Commander US Naval Forces Central Command are military leaders and all are just a few examples of Kings Point’s distinguished alumni. The Academy needs the resources to continue to produce this level of graduate. In addition, the Academy is working hard to attract women and minorities, but the poor condition of the Academy’s plant and facilities can dissuade these students from attending. 

The Merchant Marine Act of 1920 (aka the Jones Act) states: 

It is necessary for the national defense and for the proper growth of its foreign and domestic commerce that the United States shall have a merchant marine of the best equipped and most suitable types of vessels sufficient to carry the greater portion of its commerce and serve as a naval auxiliary in time of war or national emergency, ultimately to be owned and operated privately by citizens of the United States; and it is the declared policy of the United States to do whatever may be necessary to develop and encourage the maintenance of such a merchant marine. 

History has proven again and again that the world’s greatest civilizations have declined as their merchant shipping and their navy declined. The United States Merchant Marine Academy helps fulfill the intent of the Jones Act by providing the nation with well trained licensed mariners. In addition, the Maritime Security Act of 1996, which established a fleet of merchant ships called the “Ready Reserve Fleet” further supports the need for United States mariners. This fleet ensures that there are sufficient US merchant vessels to maintain military operations worldwide. This fleet needs an adequate supply of US licensed mariner officers. 

The United States Merchant Marine Academy graduates approximately 200 Merchant Mariners each year, 100% of whom graduate with US Coast Guard licenses and appointments in the Naval Reserve. Statistically, no other maritime school of its size comes close to this percentage. In addition, many other maritime schools graduate primarily “deck” officers, whereas about 50% of Kings Point’s graduates are engineering officers, a growing need within the industry. 

Congress, in our opinion, would be hard pressed to find a department or organization within the government that has done more with less, in keeping with the Academy’s motto, “Acta Non Verba,” “Deeds, Not Words.” While being extremely careful stewards of the taxpayer’s money has been an admirable goal, the Academy’s deteriorated plant and assets demand the resources necessary to preserve Kings Point and its contributions to the nation and its history. The future of the United States Merchant Marine Academy demands that it receive funding on par with the other federal service academies.
